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Multi Agency Juvenile Intervention Center (MAJIC)

Over the last few months, numerous County departments and

private organizations have been working cooperatively to

develop a centralized processing, referral, and evaluation center

for juveniles arrested in Los Angeles County.

Representatives from law enforcement, the affected
communities, and social services work together in a
coordinated MAJIC program. By working together,
we can offer comprehensive community-based
assessments of the needs of our youth and make
referrals at the onset of intervention. Each assessment
is based upon the individual needs of the juvenile in
order to impact their particular behavior.

The program has been transferred to our Detective
Division and is scheduled to become operational
in early 2006.
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
